Language: 
The San Jose Small Business Development Commission has received considerable input 
on the issue of the bag ban. This issue was first raised by the public at the October 14, 
2009 meeting and subsequently the SBDC conducted two public hearings during our 
meetings of December 9th and January 13th at which time City Staff provided an overview 
of the bag ban proposal and the public was provided an opportunity to speak on the 
subject. 
 
The input received suggests there is public concern regarding the economic impact of a 
non-resusable bag ban, particularly if San Jose alone is enacting legislation and not as 
part of a region-wide or state-wide action. 
 
It is the consensus of the Commissioners to urge the City Council to consider the 
economic impact of any proposed non-reusable bag ban by conducting an independent 
economic impact study.
